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Psychological immunity among students of the University of Mosul

Abstract:

The current research aimed to measure psychological
immunity among students of the University of Mosul,
and to identify the level of psychological immunity
among students of the University of Mosul, as well as to
identify the differences in the level of psychological
immunity according to the variables (gender, stage,
specialization). A sample of (400) male and female
students were chosen by stratified random method from
the faculties of the University of Mosul. The validity and
reliability of the scale were verified, and the research
reached the following results:

1 -Students have an appropriate level of psychological
immunity.

2 There are no differences in the level of psychological
immunity according to (sex, stage), but there is a
difference in the level of psychological immunity
according to the variable of specialization (scientific,
human) and in favor of humanitarian specialization.

In order to complete the intended benefit of the research,
the researchers made a number of recommendations and
suggestions.
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Table 1: It shows the identification of the community. A (stratified random) sample
was chosen according to the variables of gender, stage, and academic
specialization.
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Table 2: The psychological immunity scale shows After looking at several
measures that measure psychological immunity, the researchers found that most of
them do not achieve the goals of the current research and are not appropriate to the

changes taking place in the current situation, in addition to that they are not suitable
for the research sample
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Table 3: Shows the significance of the differences between the upper and lower
groups for each paragraph of the scale. It was found that the calculated t-value
ranged between (0.312) and (8.283), and that the calculated t-value for paragraphs
(28.16) amounted to (0.314) and (0.312), respectively.
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Table 4: It shows that the arithmetic mean is greater than the hypothetical mean,
and this means that university students have an appropriate level of psychological
immunity. To find out the significance of the difference between the two arithmetic
means, the researchers applied the t-test for one sample
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Table 5: It is clear from the table that the t-values calculated for the research
variables (sex, stage) amounted to (1,087-0.348), respectively. They are less than
the tabular t-value of (1,960) at the significance level (0.05) and the degree of
freedom (398). This means that there are no statistically significant differences
between the arithmetic means achieved for each variable
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
